How would you know what to do or how to 

lead?  Here is our answer.  In verses 4-5, the Word says, 

“He did what was right in the eyes of the LORD, just as his 

father Amaziah had done.  He sought God during the days 

of Zechariah, who instructed him in the fear of God.  As 

long as he sought the Lord, God gave him success.”  In 

other words, our parents and church leaders should set the 

example as to what is pleasing to the Lord!  Because Uzziah 

set the right kind of example for the people of Judah from 

what he learned from his parents, God blessed him and the 

kingdom of Judah.  Who are you setting an example for 

today?  What kind of example are you setting?  May we all 

be as Uzziah the young man, and not Uzziah the powerful 

and prideful king (v. 16), and do what is right in the eyes of 

our Lord.
